We are waiting for the official license for the CAPE classrooms.  We have fully enrolled classrooms for 5 days a week.  Dr. Wilson will work with a part-time research assistant to help with the additional children.  

Tara Olivo and Kindergarten Transition handed out backpacks and facilitated summer workshops with new kindergarteners and their parents.  On Budget – we have extended the grant for another year.  That money will go into more research and pay for occupancy that is now being charged.  United Way has also approved $10,000 to go to CAPE programming.

V. LSC – Report on 40 Developmental Assets Training

40 Developmental Assets training taught the group how to strategically implement the Assets.  Trish will train the LSC school board and the entire Jeff HS staff will also be trained.
