Philosophy of the Youth Center-
We know that what we are doing now is not working (includes being hard, sending kids to DOC, etc.).  Tippecanoe County knew that we had to do things differently.  We toured different facilities to make a plan for Tippecanoe County.  We decided that a program rich environment for detained kids were we give them what they need to succeed when they leave would be the best program to establish.

This programs starts from the moment a juvenile is arrested.  The families will get the tools and resources they need immediately.  There will be a risk assessment by a case manager on site to effectively deal with the students.  There will be immediate consequences and reaction from police.

There are 4 components to the facility – 1) Intake and Admissions 2) Secure Housing 3) Courts and 4) Alternative Services.  As the budget and design of the facility were streamlined, the county decided to build the facility without the space for the courts, with design components that will allow for addition later, if and when appropriate.
The building will be located on 9th Street next to the adult jail – although you will not be able to see the jail from this building.  City Bus will have a stop at the center.  It is estimated that 80% of kids that are typically sent to DOC will not go to DOC.  They will be at the Youth Center instead.

Rebecca also went though the floor plans of the building, explaining all the different areas that the building will have.
