Dr. Steve Wilson, Purdue professor and CAPE researcher, introduced his PhD students Jerri Faris, Elizabeth Munz, and Kristi Wilkum who prepared and presented a summary of the CAPE research project. They shared a program logic model for CAPE Care – the two early childhood education classrooms at Washington. They also explained some of the tools and evaluations used to conduct this longitudinal study including the Brief Infant-Toddler Emotional Assessment (BITSEA), sample interview questions used with parents, and the Home Observation Measure of the Environment (HOME) Rating Sheet.
Dr. Wilson offered a class this semester for graduate and advanced undergraduate students, COM 491, that focuses on the CAPE project. Students in the class conducted case studies of 3 families participating in CAPE Care. These were shared, as well. The cases help to shed light on barriers to/sources of social support in their lives as well as their feelings of efficacy as a parent.  Each student studied one family - observing the child at the Washington, going on a visit to the family's home with Tara Olivo, CAPE Kindergarten Transition Coordinator, looking at program records (and questionnaires) for the family, and interviewing the parent for about 45 min.
